In 2017, there were 1,401 inmate tuberculin skin tests administered and read at West TX Detention 

Facility. Of that number, 191 (15.7%) had a measurement of 10 mm or greater.   

  

There were 129 employee tuberculin skin tests administered. Of that number, 5 (3.9) had a 

measurement of 10 mm or greater.   

  

There were two suspects and no cases reported in 2017 at West TX Detention Facility.
